Did you lknow that the Ponderosa Greenbelts consist of over 150 acres of forested and natural lands and
that nearly half of the 585 Ponderosa lots border a greenbelt? We all have the opportunity to enjoy the natural ethionment
Greenbelts provide and we also have a responsibility to maintain them.

It appears that some homeowners may be unaware of the Greenbelt Rules enacted last year. The most commonly overlooked rul

are as follows (the complete set of rules is on the website):

Property owners are not allowed to use the Greenbelt property for their own personal use, such as parking of vehgle®yiraile
age, woodpiles, dumping, construction materials, or commercial activities.

Motorized vehicles are prohibitedon Greenbelts, except for emergency vehicles and those necessary for maintenance and security
as specified by the Board. No lot shall use Greenbelt parcels for vehicular access. No driveways may encroach on Greenbelt
parcels.

Dumping of yard debris, garbage, ashes, household items or fixtures, vehicles or parts, industrial liquids, etc. is strictigprohibi

No construction on Greenbelt property Alterations and/or modifications including: digging, addition of mzade material, graf-
fiti, construction of Motor Cross trails, bicycle racing tracks, forts, etc. are prohibited. Trails may be allowed if cjprtree
Greenbelt committee.

No person shall cut or remove tregdogs, brush or other natural growth without first obtaining written consent of the Greenbelt
committee.

In the coming months, the Board of Trustees will be reviewing possible greenbelt encroachments and will contact homeowners to
discuss resolution.
