TIPS FOR SEPTIC TANK MAINTENANCE

By Henry Ohrzada, Ponderosa Maintenance Staff

Septic tanks require maintenance and reasonable usage to ensure efficient operation and to prevent leaks or septic fail-
3 ures. In the Ponderosa, this is especially important because we need to protect our underground drinking water sources.
~ The Department of Health reports the number one cause of drinking water contamination is failing septic systems.
. | Septic system preventative maintenance measures include:
9 * Monitoring sludge and scum levels in the tank on an annual basis. This should be performed by a certified septic in-
| staller or inspector. Call the Ponderosa office if you need names and phone numbers.

* Minimizing grease, chemicals, and other materials. Discharge from grease traps cannot go to the drainfield unless it
goes through the septic tank.
* Reducing water flow into sewers and never emptying water from downspouts into the septic tank. Direct surface water away from
the drain field.
* Planting grass or small shrubs over the septic tank and drainfield to reduce erosion and to absorb moisture and nutrients.
* Avoiding traffic or wheel | oads over the septic tank
* Getting help when you suspect a problem, to minimize damage.
* Checking with the Chelan Douglas Health District before purchasing a lot for home construction if you plan to install a septic tank.
* If your lot is adjacent to Ponderosa common property, call the Ponderosa office before digging a septic system for location of prop-
erty lines and required setbacks.

Roads

March was an interesting weather mont h! At the very end o
snow for almost 2 weeks. It seemed like it was almost spring and then we were thrown back into the middle of winter! We
were busy snowplowing and sanding the roads. Then, it warmed up and started raining. The last 2 weeks of March we had two
severe rainstorms which produced significant runoff, but we avoided any major road damage.

Made repairs to snowplowing equipment to keep all the rigs in operation:

Completed a computer upgrade and minor repair to the clutch, both under warranty.

Repairs were made to the F350 snowplow.

Minor repairs to backhoe, dump truck and sander.

Fabricated and installed new mud flap holders on the dump truck. Also installed new mud flaps.

Ken and Henry installed vibrators on the F350 bed sander and on the dump truck to facilitate sanding operations.

A propane delivery truck got stuck in a driveway on Colt Road. During the towing out process, Colt Road was damaged. The road
wi || be repaired when temperatures allow (probably June)

In April, we swept the roads and filled potholes on the gravel roads.

Water System

Ken attended the annual technical Water DistributioadManang
products.

Henry passed the DOH Water Distribution Manager (WDM) examination and earned his WDM | Certification. Congratulations,
Henry!

Thank you to the members who notified us of a water leak on Appaloosa and one on Saddle! We shut off the water and notified the
homeowner on Appaloosa. We repaired the water distribution valve on Saddle.

In March, we shut off the water briefly on Camp 12 Road for a water leak. We also shut off the water on lower Saddle to resolve a
water issue.

In April, we found a major water leak off of Camp 12 Road. We shut off the water, notified the homeowner, and they repaired the
leak.

Conduct weekly review of water system.

Conduct monthly water quality tests and report results to DOH.

Provide Water Availability Forms, when requested by homeowners.

Turn on/off water for homeowners, as needed.

Water Mains Replacement Project
The three main reasons for this project are as follows:
We need larger mains to provide adequate fire flow for the Fire Department.
The State of Washington Supreme Court, on Oct 28, 2010, ruled in favor of the Dept of Health and now requires water ser-
vice meters to be installed on each service by January, 2017.
We need to reduce the amount of water wasted due to water main leaks. Ken and Bill Schmidt conducted tests in October
to try and determine the amount of water leakage from our water mains. The exact amount cannot be determined, how-
ever they estimate 23% of our total water usage in 2010 was due to water main leaks. This amounts to 5.4 million
gall ons per year. This water system was originally
many show no signs because they are buried deep underground.
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Bill Schmidt has completed the computer simulation models of our water system to determine the flow, pressure, and velocity
given different variabl es. From this, Bill has created a
Colt. Bill has submitted the design and Project Report to the Department of Health, for approval.

Bill continues work on the detailed design engineering. When complete, this will be submitted to DOH for review and approval.

Bill and Mary met with Mick Lamar, Fire District #4 Chief, to discuss the design.

Copies of the Project Report, surveyorods maps, and tikesi gn
project includes Camp 12 Road and Riata.

Mary and Bill Schmidt submitted a new loan application for State DWSRF funds (1.5% interest.) The Ponderosa was denied
funding last year, but we thought it was worth trying one more time. We should be notified in May on the outcome of our
application.

We have begun work to obtain easements, as needed. The original utility easements expired when the covenants expired in the
19806s.

Provide regular monthly updates to the Board on project status.

Buildings & Grounds
Thanks to Lois Pendleton (Pendleton Design) who has donated her time to design and help implement a landscaping solution for
the Clubhouse parking lot area that is blocked off to protect the Clubhouse septic drain field. Plans are complete and will be
implemented in early May.
Thanks to Gina and Dean Wilkins who donated a kitchen sink to the Clubhouse. We installed the sink and a new faucet, as the old
faucet was leaking.
At the direction of the Board, ordered an American flag and Washington State flag to be on permanent display in the clubhouse.
Ken made repairs to the bathroom in the Caretakerds house.
Installed smoke detectors in the Clubhouse, office and swimming pool areas.
Cleaned and prepared the clubhouse for the various social groups and rentals.
Made minor roof repairs to the Caretakerod6s House and to th
Replaced a defective coffee table, under warranty.

Ball Field Project

In December, members approved a ballot measure to upgrade Ponderosa ball field with a new underground sprinkler system, top-
soil and grass.

Thanks to Bob Melson, Buildings & Grounds Committee, for coordinating the project.

Henry and Ken completed the work in April.

Once the grass is established the ball field will be open.

Financial Reporting and Management

Completed & posted 2010 year-end financial reports.

Issued 2010 W-2 and 1099 reports.

Updated our standard financial reports to reflect the new budget.

Chelcie assembled and prepared all of the information needed by our accounting firm, Larson Allen, for their preparation of our
i ncome tax return and financi al revi ew. The financi al r

Completed & posted 2011 monthly financial reports.

Made federal tax payments and transferred funds to specific accounts as the Bylaws require.

Received and reviewed our 2011 property taxes which increased 35% because the county reassessed property values in 2010. The
Ponderosa properties are classified to minimize our taxes (e.g. No Value or Open Space) and still retain options to use the
property.

Homeowner 6s Dues

Created and mailed 2011 annual assessment invoices. Payments were due Feb. 15.

Agreed to payment plans upon request by homeowners, in accordance with the Operating Procedures and Bylaws.

Contacted and sent letters to homeowners who are 45 days past due.

In April, we shut off water to five (5) properties for non-payment of dues.

Support to the Board of Directors, Committees, and Others
Prepared for and attended the monthly Board Meetings.
Provided documentation and information to the Board, as needed:
For real estate issues 1 worked on fifteen (15) issues.
We worked with Chelan County to get them to sell their lot at 25701 Camp 12 Road. It is for sale with a minimum bid of

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BE BEAR AWARE!

The Ponderosa Community Club is located on the edge of the Wenatchee National Forest which is home to many wild creatures.
Itds the season for hungry bears to come out of hilernati o
We want to discourage the bears so they look for food elsewhere.
The number one reason for human/bear conflicts, according to the Department of Fish & Wildlife, is the result of irresponsibility
on the part of people: humans inadvertently providing the bear (or raccoon or other animals) access to food. Some people think
we can solve the problem by killing the bear , otheubearswihi s won
come to the Ponderosa to get the food.
Pleaseuse the following bear management strategies around your property to prevent conflicts and to discourage the bears so they
go elsewhere:
Dondét feed bears.
Dondét approach a bear or bear cub.
Manage your garbagePut garbage out shortly before the truck arrives on Monday morning and take the garbage can in
Monday evening. If you need someone to put out and bring in your garbage can, that service is available in the Ponder-
osa for a small fee. Please call the office (509-763-0320) to get the contact information for the provider.
Keep garbage cans with tightfitting lids in a shed, garage, or fenced area.
Only plant material should be placed in compost bins.
Remove other attractants.
Remove bird feeders (suet and seed feeders), which allow residue to build up on the ground below them, from
early March through November. Bears love bird seed.
Do not feed pets outside.
Clean barbecue grills after each use

Spring is a great
time to do a fiFire Safety Tune Upo on your home anqt

Here are just a few tune up hints. First, have your chimney cleaned. | know it sounds weird to do it in the spring
but when those first chilly days of fall come back, your chimney will be cleaned and the chances of a chimney fire are reduced.
Change the batteries in your smoke detectors. With most of our community coming over for holidays and extended weekends it is
easy to forget about the detectors until they st athahdamhi r pi
they just simply remove the battery rendering the detector useless. Try automatically changing the batteries every Memorial Day
weekend and Thanksgiving. This timeframe will help ensure that the detectors can give you the early warning they were designed to
provide. Post your address near your phone. I know it sounds silly, but friends or families using the cabin may not know the address
if they to call for help. Last but not least, remove potential ladder fuels from your property. These are the needles, bushes or limbs
that would allow a grass fire or blowing embers to spread from the ground up into the trees.
